Rules & Regulations

Homes not meeting the following standards should be reported to the Property Management Company. If such problems are not corrected after notification by the Architectural Review Committee (ARC), the Homeowners Association or its agent maintains the right to correct the problem and bill the homeowner for all related costs.

1. Landscaping work and planting, in general, do not require the approval of the ARC.

However, missing or dead shrubs and trees must be replaced by plants of equal or greater size and similar type. Any landscaping debris must be removed. Large weeds and nests should be removed promptly.

Owners of lots shall keep all shrubs, trees, hedges, or any other planting trimmed or pruned as frequent and in such a manner so as to prevent a situation that would be detrimental to adjoining properties, to prevent obscuring the view of street traffic and to prevent their creating an unattractive appearance.

No living tree having a diameter of six (6) inches or more (measured two feet above ground level) shall be removed from any lot without written approval from the ARC.

2. All rubbish, trash, and garbage shall be regularly removed from the property, and shall not be allowed to accumulate thereon. No rubbish, trash, or garbage shall be kept or placed outside of any dwelling on the property except that covered trash containers may be placed in front of a lot for pick-up if so placed not earlier than 6:00 am on the day of such pick-up. Trash containers must be removed from the curb on the evening of pick-up day. At all other times trash containers must be out of street view.

Plastic bags alone may not be used regularly as trash containers. They may only be used in exceptional cases, and then only if placed at the curb after 6:00 am on the day of pick-up.

3. Garden tools, wheelbarrows, general maintenance tools, building materials, loose newspapers, and otherwise unsightly items deemed objectionable shall not be exposed for longer than a reasonable period of time required to complete the project. Otherwise, these items must be stored inside the house.

4. Any items protruding, extruding, or affixed from windows for extended periods of time are not permitted. This includes room air conditioners, planter boxes, signs, etc.

5. Any exterior disrepair, such as faded, cracking or flaking paint, broken windows, missing roof shingles, missing or unfastened gutters, or loose, missing, or warped shutters must be restored to a minimum standard of aesthetics consistent with good property management.

6. Vehicles which are not drivable, are unlicensed, or are undergoing extensive repair or restoration must not be stored in any driveway, street or any common area provided by the Homeowners Association. Commercial vans or trucks are not allowed to be parked on the streets or the common areas for any period other than short amounts of time required for conducting normal business.

7. If an owner or resident elects to maintain their own lawn rather than use the provided lawn maintenance service, it is that owner's responsibility to see that the lawn be mown with a minimum frequency of within 24 hours of the cuts performed by the lawn maintenance company, weather providing.

8. Animals kept as pets by residents may not soil any property other than that of the pet owner. Animals are permitted off the premises of their owners only when under the immediate control of a responsible person. Dogs must be leashed. In addition, owners and residents must always abide by the Rockville animal control regulations.

9. All painting and repair of home exteriors must be in accordance with the colors indicated in the attached color matrix. This includes painted doors and trim, siding, roof shingles, and brick. When any repair or repainting is done, colors must match the color matrix regardless of the colors in place prior to refurbishment.

10. Front storm doors must be plain full-view type (no sections or cross pieces) with the storm door frame painted to match the approved exterior trim color for the specific house.

11. Replacement windows should not be white on the exterior.  Choose an exterior color                                  that comes close to matching the color of your house trim, i.e., in the tan/almond/earth tone family, or choose a dark brown that matches the frames of the old storm windows.  Many manufacturers now make two-tone windows, if you wish to have white on the interior.
